The Sanctuary Lakes round last Monday was the final attempt to qualify and it 
is so pleasing to see Diksha not only earn a spot but to win the round!” – 
quoted Therese Pierce, Deaf Golf Australia secretary. 

“We are not sure if the reality of the win has sunk in for Diksha but it is an 
incredible opportunity in her rookie year as a professional.” 

Dagar is the current World Deaf Golf Ladies Champion (as an amateur) 
winning the title by 29 strokes and scoring 279 on the tough O’Meara course 
at Carton House, Dublin Ireland in July 2018.
